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Sample Q & A

When speaking with the media, potential funders, or existing partners, it is important to anticipate potential questions and prepare responses. In addition to specific questions about your program and anniversary activity, be prepared to answer questions related to the Corporation and the significance of the 10th anniversary. In particular, be prepared to talk about how the anniversary relates to your program. Below are some sample questions and answers to get you started.

1. Why celebrate the 10th anniversary of national and community service?

When the Corporation was established 10 years ago, it brought together Senior Corps, VISTA, NCCC, and Learn and Serve America with the newly-created AmeriCorps. Combined, these programs represent more than 150 years of America’s investment in volunteerism and service. This 10-year milestone is an opportune time to reinforce the purpose and potential of all national and community service programs.

2. What has national and community service accomplished over the past decade?

During the past decade, national and community service programs have created meaningful ways for millions of Americans of all ages and backgrounds to serve their communities and country. Working through thousands of charitable organizations, schools, and other local institutions, volunteers and program members have helped improve the lives of children and youth, bridge the digital divide, secure our homeland, protect the environment, and help low-income families alleviate poverty.
